STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE

Bye-Laws of the Bank require that the statement of financial position and profit and loss account of the Bank shall be drszvn
up in conformity with the rules and regulations of the State Bank of Pakistan (SBP) and Section 34 of the B'an ing
Companies Ordinance, 1962. Accordingly, these financial statements have been prepared in acgordange with the
requirements of the Act, its Bye-Laws and approved accounting and reporting standards as applicable in Pakistan.
Approved accounting and reporting standards comprise of.

The accounting and reporting standards as applicable in Pakistan for interim financial reporting comprise of:

International Accounting Standard (IAS) 34, Interim Financial Reporting, issued by the International Accounting Standards
Board (IASB); and
Provisions of and directives issued under the Banking Companies Ordinance, 1962 and directives issued by the State Bank
of Pakistan (SBP).

Whenever the requirements of the directives issued by the SBP differ with the requirements of IFRS, the requirements of
the said directives, shall prevail.

The disclosures made in this condensed interim financial statements have been limited based on the format prescribed by
the State Bank of Pakistan (SBP) vide BPRD Circular Letter No. 05 of 2019 dated March 22, 2019 and International
Accounting Standard 34, “Interim Financial Reporting". These condensed interim financial statements do not include all of
the disclosures required for annual financial statements and should be read in conjunction with the financial statements of
the Bank for the year ended December 31, 2021.

Banking Policy & Regulations Department of State Bank of Pakistan (SBP) via circular no. 2 of 2023 dated 09 February
2023, introduced the new format for preparation of annual and interim financial statements for microfinance banks due to
significant regulatory developments including implementation of IFRS 9 as well as many other additions / amendments in
the International Financial Reporting Standards. The revised format for preparation of annual financial statements are
applicable on bank effective from the accounting year ending 31st December, 2024 and revised format for preparation of
interim financial statements are applicable effective from the first quarter of year 2024,

AMENDMENTS TO THE PUBLISHED APPROVED ACCOUNTING STANDARDS THAT ARE EFFECTIVE IN THE
CURRENT PERIOD

Standards, interpretations of and amendments to accounting and reporting standards that are effective in the
current period

There are certain amendments to existing accounting and reporting standards that have become applicable to the Bank for
accounting periods beginning on or after January 01, 2023. These are either considered to be not relevant or do not have
any significant impact on these condensed interim financial statements.

Standards, interpretations of and amendments to accounting and reporting standards that are not yet effective

The following standards, amendments and interpretations are only effective for accounting periods, beginning on or after the
date mentioned against each of them. These standards, interpretations and the amendments are either not relevant to the
Bank's operations or are not expected to have significant impact on the Bank's condensed interim financial statements other
than certain additional disclosures.

As per the SBP's BPRD Circular Letter no. 03 dated July 05, 2022, the applicability of IFRS 9, Financial Instruments has
been deferred to accounting periods beginning on or after January 01, 2023. Certain requirements of this standard will be
applicable from January 01, 2024. The impact of the application of IFRS 9 in Pakistan on the Bank's financial statements is
being assessed.

IFRS 9 Financial Instruments addresses the recognition, classification, measurement and dereco_gnition of ﬁna_ncial as§ets
and financial liabilities. The standard has also introduced a new impairment model for financial assets which requires

The basis for accounting estimates adopted in the preparation of these condensed interim financial statements is the same

as that applied in the preparation of the financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2022.

The accounting policies and method of computation adopted in the preparation of these condensed interim financial

statements are the same as those applied in the preparation of the audited annual financial statements of the Bank, for the
year ended December 31, 2022.

FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT
